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FOREWORD

One of the problems with which archivists have always had
to grapple has been how to make fields of information available
to the public outside of the archives reading rooms. Unlike
books with their multiple copies, manuscripts enjoy both the
distinction and disadvantage of being unique. They can only be
read by one person, at one time, in one place.

Until recent times the only means of spreading the written
word was through letterpress, and generations of scholarly ar-
chivists and their assistants worked selflessly, transcribing
documents, extracting their contents and preparing publications,
many of which were to be of great value for the study of his-
tory; but they were not always so appropriate for the pursuit
of genealogy.

In recent years the high cost of publication and the in-
creasingly managerial role of the archivist towards documents
and information has greatly reduced the output of scholarly
publications in favour of the microfilm, that relatively cheap,
accurate but essentially mindless substitute.

The publication program of the Public Archives of Nova
Scotia has suffered in direct proportion to escalating costs
and an increasing army of (most welcome) researchers beating a
multitude of paths to our door. We have had to re-order our
priorities to meet changing needs, and, in consequence, we look
vack with a kind of wistful pride at the long series of publi-
cations which flowed from the efforts and initiatives of D. C.
Harvey and C. Bruce Fergusson. Their publications programs have
been of lasting value and were outstanding contributions in their
day.

One suce was Loyalists and Land Settlements in Nova Scotia
compiled by Marion Gilroy under D. C. Harvey's direction and
published in 1937. During the last ten years this has been a
runaway favorite with genealogists so that it went out of print
just as the demand began to build even more rapidly.

Here is a record of the "umbilical cord" between Nova
Scotia and the New England States. In its arrangement by coun-
ty, areas of Loyalist concentration were clearly apparent. The
pattern of escheats resulting from failure to develop land
grants pointed up instances of instability and further migrat-
ion to Britain and Ontario. Here was solid evidence for sober
generalizations which make up the pattern of Loyalist history.

It was at this point that the pressing demands of the gen-
ealogists, not so much for historical evidences, as for family
configurations in an overall alphabetical arrangement were to
be met by William G. Murphy and his wife Jessie who undertook a
complete rearrangement of the material to serve the above purpose.



This task involving 3,477 names they accomplished in one
week, a remarkably short period requiring intense concentration.
There can be no better illustration of the way in which gene-
alogists and archivists are building an active partnership de-
signed to meet the current demand for the specifically personal
record. In this way a publication can reappear in a form to
appeal to a new generation and a new public. At the same time
this reordering of the information increases greatly our means
of access to the network of Loyalist families and may result in
further insights. The purpose of the compilers was, however,
essentially practical; to save the researcher time, which away
from home can be so valuable and costly, in the sure and certain
hope that other genealogists will do the same for them.

I would like to thank the Genealogy Committee of the Royal
Nova Scotia Historical Society and the compilers most warmly
for their splendid undertaking and for the many new doors they
have unlocked. The Public Archives of Nova Scotia is much
indebted to you in providing us with such a fine work of ref-
erence.

PREFACE

THE accompanying list of Loyalists was compiled by Miss Marion

Gilroy, M.A., from the land papers in the Public Archives of Nova
Scotia and checked with the land papers in the Department of Lands and
Forests of the province. The records in the Archives comprise petitions,
surveyors’ warrants, descriptions and certificates and draft grants; but
in few instances are all these papers found complete. This is particularly
true of draft grants and for that reason it was necessary to use the files
of the Department of Lands and Forests to supplement our sources of
information.

The records in the Archives frequently give personal information
as to the origin and status of the Loyalists, while the papers in the De-
partment of Lands and Forests are official as to warrants and escheats;
but in many instances it has not been possible from both sources to
discover more than the name, general location, date of grant and-number
of acres granted.

Though these names have been compared with those in census
returns of Pre-Loyalists and other records, it is not possible to assert
that every Loyalist has been located or every Pre-Loyalist eliminated;
but the list of Loyalists is as complete and as accurate as it could be made
from available material. Broadly speaking, Loyalist grants are assumed
to have ceased by 1800 but in a few instances after this date, such as
that of the regranting of Digby township in 1801, grants of considerable
proportion were made and have been included in this list. No notice
has been taken of individual claimants who petitioned during the first
quarter of the nineteenth century; and the most diligent search has not
been able to discover the names of the second battalion of the 84th
Regiment, Royal Highland Emigrants, for which Col. John Small re-
ceived in trust 105,000 acres in Hants County; but those who were still
there in 1816 and received a grant of the lands then occupied by them have
been included. Moreover the Island of Cape Breton, because of the lack
of available records, has been reserved for a separate study.

The list has been arranged under three headings: grants, warrants
and escheats. Those in the first group are shown by the records to have
received legal title to the lands specified. Those listed under warrants
applied for land, and survey of that land was authorized, but no evidence
could be found that they completed the transaction, although there is
reason to believe that many of them remained in Nova Scotia. Those
listed under escheats—the legal process by which lands granted were
forfeited to the Crown for non-fulfilment of conditions specified in the



grant—were included to throw light upon the number of Loyalists who
received grants of land and either chose to forfeit them or to accept other
grants in exchange.

It should be noted also that there were only nine counties in the
peninsula of Nova Scotia at this time, Annapolis, Cumberland, Halifax,
Hants, Kings, Lunenburg, Queens, Shelburne and Sydney, the last two
having been organized in 1784, after the Loyalists had arrived. Though
some grants had been made out before these two counties were marked
off and are located in Queens and Halifax they are shown in this list
in the new counties of Shelburne and Sydney (Antigonish and Guys-
borough). No attempt was made to revise the list in accordance with
later revisions of the boundaries of Annapolis, Cumberland, Hants and
Kings, but the general location of these Loyalists will be sufficiently
clear to anyone who has a working knowledge of the geography of Nova
Scotia.

The general purpose of this publication is to collect in as compact
a form as possible all the information that has survived on Loyalist
settlements in Nova Scotia and to make this accessible to the descendants
who are interested. No attempt has been made to discuss the merits
or demerits of the Loyalists as such; but two petitions, one of which is
well-known, have been added as an appendix to show that even in 1783
the Loyalists themselves differed as to character and temper. Appendix
B has been inserted because it tells something of the fate of Colonel

Small’s followers.

New York July 22nd 1783
Sir -

Your Excellency’s kind attention and offers of your Support to us,
demand our warmest Thanks which we beg the Favor of vou to Accept —

The unhappy Termination of the War obliges us, who have ever been
steady in our Duty as Loval Subjects to leave our Homes, And being
desirous of continuing to enjoy the Benefits of the British Constitution
we mean to seek an Asylum in the Province of Nova Scotia —

Considering our several Characters, and our former Situations in Life
we trust, you will perceive, that our Circumstances will probably be the
Contrast to what they have been heretofore especially as from our re-
spective Occupations we shall be unable personally to obtain the Means
of a tollerably decent Support unless Your Excellency shall be pleased
to Countenance us, by Your Recommendations, in the following Proposals
which are with the utmost Deference submitted for Your Excellency’s
Consideration —

First -That a Tract, or Tracts of land free from disputed Titles be
laid out for us, in Nova Scotia, in such Part of that Province as one or
more Gentlemen whom we propose to [act] as Agents for that Purpose,
being first approved of by Your Excellency shall pitch upcen for us -

Second, That this Tract or Tracts be sufficient to put us on the same
Footing with Field officers in His Majesty’s Army with respect to the
Number of Acres -

Third, That if possible these Lands may be exonerated of Quit-
Rents -

Fourth, That they be surveyed and divided at the Expence of
Government and the Deeds delivered to us, as soon as possible, remitting
the Fees of Office -

Fifth, That while we make this Application to Your Excellency -
we wish not to be understood as Soliciting a compensation for the Losses
we have Sustained during the War -Because, we are humbly of opinion,
that the Settling such a Number of Loyalists, of the most respectabie
Characters, who have Constantly had great Influence in His Majesty’s
American Dominions —will be highly Advantageous in diffusing and
supporting a Spirit of Attachment to the British Constitution as well as

Humbly Sheweth

That vour Memorialists having been deprived of very valuable
Landed Estates and considerable Personal Propertyvs without the Lines
and being also obliged to abandon their possessions in this City on Account
of their Loyalty to their Sovereign and Attachment to the British Con-
stitution and seeing no prospect of their being reinstated ~had determined
to remove with their Families and settle in His Majesty's Province of
Nova Scotia on the Terms which they understood were held out ejually to
all his Majesty’s persecuted Subects.

That your Memorialists are much alarmed at an application which
they are informed Fifty Five Persons have joined in to your Excellency
solliciting a recommendation for Tracts of Land in that Province amount-
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ing together to Two Hundred and Seventy Five Thousand Acres and that
they have dispatched forward Agents to survey the unlocated Lands and
select the most fertile Spots and desirable situations.

That chagrined as your Memorialists are at the manner in which the
late Contest has been terminated and disappointed as they find themselves
in being left to the lenity of their Enemys on the dubious recommendation
of their Leaders they yet hoped to find an Assylum under British Protec-
tion little suspecting there could be found amongst their Fellow suffer-
ers Persons ungenerous enough to attempt ingrossing to themselves so
disproportionate a Share of what Government has allotted for their
common benefit —and so different from the original proposals

That your Memorialists apprehend some misrepresentations have
been used to procure such extraordinary recommendations the applica-
tions for which have been most studiously concealed until now that they
boast its being too late to prevent the effect -Nor does it lessen your
Memorialists surprise to observe that the Persons concerned (several of
whom are said to be going to Britain) are most of them in easy Circum-
stances and with some Exceptions more distinguished by the repeated
favors of Government than by either the greatness of their sufferings or
the importance of their Services.

That your Memorialists cannot but regard the Grants in Question if
carried into Effect as amounting nearly to a total exclusion of them-
selves and Familys who if they become Setlers must either content them-
selves with barren or remote Lands Cr —submit to be Tenants to those
most of whom they consider as their superiors in nothing but deeper Art
and keener Policy —thus Circumstanced

Your Memorialists humbly implore redress from your Excellency and
that enquiry may be made into their respective Losses Services Situations
and Sufferings and If your Memorialists shall be found ejually intitled to
the favor and protection of Government with the former applicants —
that they may be all put on an egual footing -But should those who
first applyed be found on a fair and candid inquiry more deserving than
your Memorialists ~then your Memorialists humbly request that the
locating those extensive Grants may at least be postponed untill your
Memorialists have taken up such small Portions as may be allotted to
them.

Douglass 1st Jany 1815

To the Honorable Speaker & the Honourable House of Assembly — -
Gentlemen,

The Pettition of your Subscribers Most respectfully Sheweth — -
That Whereas in the year of our Lord 1783, on the Proclamation of Peace
between Great Britain & the United States of AMERICA, his Majestys
late 84th. regiment was discharged with a Promise of a certaine proportion
of Lands to Officers Non commisd officers & privates, free of any charges
from his Majestys Government as a compensation for their Serviseses
during the late contest with america, to such as would actually Settle &
become Inhabitants: In consequence of which Colo. Small the command-
ant of sd. regt. Procured a Grant in trust for sd. regt.; upon the Strength
of which a number of sd. regt. Settled in the wilderness where they en-
countered many difiquelties Namely up cannetcook, five mile & Nine
Mile Rivers, now called the Township of Douglass and because the Major
part of sd. regimt. did abscond & abandon their Lands, and a number of
other persons (trying to avail themselves of the same Priviledge the
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Soldiers had Promised) Settled in among us who were actually Soldiers,
and on acct:of Colo. Smalls Grant not being fully Complied with according
to Government wish, it became Escheated with that reserve, that those
disbanded Soldiers whom had actually Settled Should be established in
their former Promise; and the same lands, altho long ago Settled, is still
Lying under the same escheet, & neither of your Petitioners, have any
title to our farmes We therefore pray the Lajislative body will represent
our Situation to his Majestys Council & to the Goverour, expressing
our wish to obtain a Genel. Grant to the undersigned who were actually
Soldiers as it was originally intended of their then Promised Locations
for themselves & families, Previous to their new applications Since whereof
a true return will be laid before you with the names of the occupiors
of the above description at present residing in the above Township,
and your Petitioners will ever pray —
